	There are plans to add one lane in each direction, as well as two reversible lanes, from I-15 to SR 125. These plans were put on hold in 2008 due to a budget shortfall. Completion is scheduled to take place by 2040.[116] Caltrans recommends adding two more lanes between I-5 and I-805, and two HOV lanes between I-805 and I-15. SANDAG’s 2035 vision includes widening state Route 52 from two lanes each way to three lanes in each direction from state Route 125 to Interstate 805. The plan is said to include installing two reversible managed lanes for high occupancy use and single-occupancy use with a fee (similar to the ones on Interstate 15) from state Route 125 to Interstate 805.
